General Position Statement:

This position supports Council’s direction by providing strategic asset management services
that ensure the integrity, accuracy, and usability of Council’'s asset data. Through the collection,
validation, and interpretation of asset and GIS information, this role enables informed decision-
making and long-term planning across the organisation. The Asset Management Officer
contributes to the development of data models, procedures, and strategies that underpin asset
condition assessments, valuations, and forward works programming—supporting Council’s
commitment to sustainable infrastructure and service delivery.

Specific Responsibilities:
This position has the following responsibilities:
1. Maintain the integrity of Council's asset and GIS data by ensuring accurate, validated, and

complete records that support strategic asset management decision-making and
operational efficiency.

2. Lead the capitalisation and registration of new assets by interpreting technical
documentation and ensuring alignment with Council’s financial and asset management
frameworks.

3. Ensure compliance in asset-related submissions by reviewing as-constructed
documentation and collaborating with internal teams and external contractors to uphold
Council’s standards.

4. Support strategic asset planning and valuation activities through the preparation and
maintenance of condition data, revaluation schedules, and forward works programming
inputs.
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5. Enhance asset data systems and tools by contributing to the development of GIS
applications, mobile tools, and data extraction processes that improve accessibility and
usability.

6. Document and improve asset management processes by creating and maintaining
procedures, standards, and technical documentation that support consistency and
continuous improvement.

7. Actas arole model for Council's Values and Behaviours at all times and display a high level
of professional and ethical conduct.

8. Ensure a safe, healthy, and inclusive work environment by complying with workplace health
and safety legislation, Council’'s WHS Responsibility Statements, and relevant policies and
procedures.

1. Ability to interpret engineering and project documentation to ensure precise asset
capitalisation, GIS updates, and alignment with Council’'s asset and financial systems.

2. Advanced skills in asset management and GIS platforms, including ECM, Conquest,
Pathways, AutoCAD, and the ESRI suite, to manage, query, and manipulate data, with an
understanding of system integration and opportunities for automation.

3. Demonstrated capability in developing and maintaining clear documentation for asset
management procedures and standards, while supporting data extraction, survey
preparation, and load sheet processing.

4. Strong interpersonal and communication skills to engage effectively with internal teams,
contractors, and stakeholders, including supporting users and delivering quality customer
service.

5. Ability to identify and implement innovative technologies and digital tools that enhance
asset data integrity, usability, and accessibility, while adapting to emerging platforms and
maintaining awareness of data security principles.

1. Tertiary qualifications in Asset Management, Geographical Information Systems, Civil
Engineering, or a closely related discipline, and/or relevant experience in a related field.
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2. Advanced proficiency in GIS and asset management systems, with the ability to manage
spatial data, perform technical analysis, and contribute to the development of digital
mapping tools and applications.

3. Strong understanding of asset lifecycle and valuation principles, including the ability to
apply technical standards in capitalisation, condition assessment, and revaluation
processes.

4. Capability to operate within integrated digital environments, demonstrating awareness of
system interoperability, data governance, and secure handling of technical information
across platforms.

5. Possess and maintain a current motor vehicle drivers licence.
